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Abstract

In setting up a requirements analysis for Information Systems there are several techniques available for system development. By setting up an information analysis for information system development there are different methods that can be used. In a nutshell there will be a overview of approaches, in especially the use of DSDM (Dynamic System development Method) and/or UEL (Usability Engineering Lifecycle).
