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Abstract: 

The aim of this workshop is to facilitate the answering of the following questions; 

· What is podcasting? (PowerPoint Presentation)
· How do we create, distribute and subscribe to a podcast? (Demonstration)  
· Effective use of podcasts in an educational context and its implications. (Discussion)
This workshop intends to introduce participants to easily available technology to create a podcast and to demonstrate the processes involved in creating one as part of the learning activity. The participants will be able to observe the various stages in the development of a podcast including recording, uploading to the web for distribution and subscribing. 

The subsequent discussion will focus on a key question: As podcasting continues to be recognised as an innovative technology, what does it offer the educational community as a learning technology? This component of the workshop is designed as a collaborative experience, so the discussion will be completed in small groups. 
The workshop objective is that by the end of the session the participants are better informed on what podcasting is so they can focus on its effective employment within the learning process. Throughout the facilitators will be referring to good practice and appropriate literature.
